Cost & Availability of  Care 
 
Capacity Building:  An additional 600 family child 
care providers started actively providing care adding 
an additional 3,000 full time child care slots to the 
market. 
 
Vacancy Rates:  The vacancy rate averaged 22%, or 
a little more than one child per program. 
 
Cost of Care:  Full time rates for children under 2 
increased by 7% and rates for children over 2      
increased by 6%.
